The article analyses the ways of adaptation of myths for children on the example of the animated
film series Legends and Myths of Ancient Greece (1969-1974), directed by Aleksandra Snezhko-

aspects. Mythologies for children published in the USSR before 1969 are read as a context for the
animated films. The study also includes archival materials containing discussions of the films at
meetings of the Art Board of the Soyuzmultfilm studio and archival versions of the film scripts.
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
